Independent Research Project – Clinical Use of Forgiveness

Approved for Clinical, Family and Children; Mental Health; Aging; and Health

Students will review the clinical forgiveness intervention used in the study and will become familiar with the overall results.  The data from this study have been collected from marital couples that were assigned to one of four experimental groups: forgiveness treatment; spiritual forgiveness treatment; problem-solving treatment and a no-treatment control.  These data have been collected and the course will NOT involve the collection of data.  Students will be asked to become familiar with the test questions that were used and from them to think creatively in designing a way to analyze the concepts of the study.  The instructor will take the student’s ideas and he will design a statistical way to test them on the existing data and in turn explain the results to the student.  The instructor will then give guidance to each student for how to report the findings.  The assignments include a review of the literature paper and a final written report.  This course requires students who can think creatively and who have initiative and motivation.  No previous knowledge in experimental statistics is necessary.    This course requires attendance at the class meetings (some classes will be devoted to individual meetings) and requires students to invest out of class time to reading and other class activities.   The student will be asked on two occasions over the semester to meet individually with the instructor other than the class time.  The student must have the ability to make special arrangements for these two brief meetings on a Monday (2 to 5pm), Tuesday (9 to 5pm) OR Wednesday (9 to 5pm).

Independent Research Project – Beyond Convention: The Changing Face of Adoption

This project will examine adoption in its many designs except how it has been historically practiced.  Focus will therefore be on the construction of adoptive families where parents and children are of different races, ethnicities, nativities, and polities.  Gay/lesbian, single parent, "older parent", sperm bank adoption will be examined.

Required paper will consist of a meta-analysis in an area of student's interest (with permission of instructor) stressing
what the empirical evidence argues in relation to the type of adoption under examination.  Only literature found in
Refereed journals, scholarly works and periodicals/newspapers such as the New York Times/Washington Post will 

accepted.  Ability to negotiate websites and data bases is expected.

This course provides an introduction to the use of administrative data to answer questions related to children’s safety





and permanency in the Maryland child welfare system.  It includes an orientation to a data tool that is commonly used by 



the state of Maryland to examine child welfare data.  This course builds a knowledge base of information about 




protection of human subjects and research ethics, question development, data handling, elementary descriptive and 



inferential statistics, interpretation, and communication of results. Students will develop skills in data analysis, data 



interpretation, and communicating results to a target audience.





This course is designed to be a “hands on” opportunity for students to develop and enhance their capacity to do 




independent research in the field of child welfare.  This course will include a variety of different teaching techniques 



including class lectures; individual student presentations; one-on-one consultation between the instructor and the 




student; and individual and group learning activities.  However, the bulk of the course will require students to work 



individually exploring their individual interests in child welfare, developing meaningful and answerable questions based 



on the extant literature and the availability of data, developing a means of answering the question, and communicating 



the results.
