About the University

Founded in 1807 as a college of medicine, the University
of Maryland, Baltimore is now a 61-acre academic
health, human services, and law center on the western

edge of downtown Baltimore.

The campus community, including the University of
Maryland Medical Center and the Baltimore Veterans
Affairs Medical Center, has nearly 5,900 students—
73 percent female and 34 percent minority—and just
under 7,000 staff members, including 2,321 faculty
(fall 2007 statistics).

The University is unique in its makeup of graduate and
professional schools of dentistry, law, medicine, nursing,
pharmacy, public health, and social work—all of which
conduct significant research and community outreach.
In Fiscal Year 2007, research funding at the University
reached $411 million—double the amount of just five
years earlier—and the campus community volunteered

more than 2 million hours of service.

Students can choose from a variety of housing options,

Most full-time PhD students are funded through
graduateresearch assistantshipsand graduate teaching
fellowships which include stipends of approximately

$16,000 in tuition remission and health insurance.

The University of Maryland, Baltimore and points
beyond are accessible by public transportation. The
Light Rail and the Metro Subway are within walking
distance of the School, and major bus lines run on
several campus streets. Bus and train stations and the
Baltimore/WashingtonInternational Thurgood Marshall

Airport are within a 20-minute drive of the School.
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Life in Baltimore

Baltimore has a lively night life and eclectic dining and shopping
options, particularly around the Inner Harbor and in the historic
waterfront neighborhoods of Canton and Fells Point. A symphony
orchestra is in residence, and theaters host Broadway plays and other

theatrical productions.

Attractions close to campus include: the Inner Harbor; the Hippodrome
Theatre; the Maryland Science Center; the National Aquarium; Oriole

Park at Camden Yards; M&T Bank Stadium, home of the Baltimore

Ravens; the Baltimore Museum of Art; the Walters Art Museum; the 27

1st Mariner Arena; and the Baltimore Convention Center.

Students enjoy outdoor recreation opportunities in the Chesapeake
Bay and Atlantic Ocean, on the slopes of Western Maryland and
Pennsylvania, and in the national parks and forests of the Shenandoah
region. The museums and cultural attractions of Washington, D.C.,

are approximately one hour away.

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Getting to the School

The School of Social Work PhD Program is at Greene and

Baltimore streets.

Via I-695: Take |-83 South to its end. You will be on
President Street. Go to the third light and turn right
onto Lombard Street. Continue about one mile and turn

right onto Paca Street to park in the Grand Garage.

Via I-95 South: Take the Fort McHenry Tunnel (toll)

to I-395 (downtown Baltimore). Exit onto Martin Luther
King Jr. Boulevard, staying in the right lane. At the second
traffic light, turn right onto Pratt Street. Turn left at the
third light onto Paca Street to park in the Grand Garage.

Via 1-95 North: Take 1-395 (downtown Baltimore) and
exit onto Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard, staying in
theright lane. Then follow the directions from the north.
Alternatively, you may take the Russell Street exit, which

leads to Paca Street to park in the Grand Garage.

Via I-295: (Baltimore-Washington Parkway): As the
parkway enters Baltimore, it briefly becomes Russell Street

before leading to Paca Street to park in the Grand Garage.

Follow Route 50 East to I-97 North to -695 West

(the Baltimore Beltway) to I-295 North (the Baltimore-
Washington Parkway). As the parkway enters Baltimore,
it briefly becomes Russell Street before leading to

Paca Street. Park in the Grand Garage.

Take Route 40 East to Greene Street. Go south on
Greene Street and make a left onto Baltimore or Redwood
streets, then a left onto Paca Street. Alternatively, you
may take I- 695 South to I-95 North, then I-395 (down-
town Baltimore). From |-395 follow the directions from
the north.

Take Route 40 West to Greene Street. Go south on
Greene Street and make a left onto Baltimore or
Redwood streets, then a left onto Paca Street to park

in the Grand Garage.

Parking is available at several locations. From any

parking lot, walk toward 550 W. Baltimore St.

PLEASE NOTE: The garage directly across the street
from the School of Social Work is for hospital patients
and staff; the cost for all others is $25.

MTA buses numbered 1, 2,7, 8, 11, 20, 35, and 36
serve the campus area. The Baltimore Metro subway
stops that are closest to the University are Lexington
Market and Charles Center. Light Rail stops closest

to the campus are University Center/Baltimore Street
and Convention Center. The Camden line of the
MARC commuter train service ends at Camden Station
at 301 W. Camden St., about five blocks from UMB.
